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Motivation and background:

Since 1960, the City of Prague had proposed the formation of sister-city ties with Kyoto. After 1991, many
dignitaries from the Czech Republic such as the President of the Czech Republic and Mayor of Prague visited
Kyoto to propose sister-city ties between Kyoto and Prague. The momentum for this grew year by year. In 1994,
when the World Conference of Historical Cities was held in Kyoto, both cities discussed this matter, and finally
the City of Kyoto accepted the proposal from the City of Prague. In 1996, the Mayor and a Kyoto city delegation
visited Prague and signed the sister-city agreement.
