The wall painting at Hospicio
Cabanas by Jose Clemente Orozco is one of the masterpieces of art in
that region and is designated as a World Heritage site.

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Motivation and background:

In 1978, the Secretary General of the International Committee for Mexican Sister Cities sent a letter suggesting
the establishment of sister-city ties between Guadalajara and Kyoto to the Secretary General of the Japan
Municipal League for International Friendship. Later, the Ambassador of Mexico visited Kyoto several times to
recommend Guadalajara become a sister city of Kyoto. In 1980, the Mayor of Guadalajara visited Kyoto to sign
the sister-city agreement.
