In Kyoto, there are organizations in each district that are generally referred to as chonai-kai or jichi-kai.

The chonai-kai or jichi-kai circulates kairanban (a file containing notices from public offices or from the
community attached to a clipboard, etc), also organizes festivals, and conducts disaster prevention drills.
These activities are supported by membership fees collected from each member.

Those who are residents of the community including foreign residents can also become members of community
organizations.
