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Mishandling kitchen appliances such as a microwave oven and lighting equipment may cause
afire. Use each piece of equipment properly.
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Don’t overheat food. a gas stove.

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Don’t hang towels and other —— Don’t dry clothes near
items over lighting equipment. = heating appliances.
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Smoker’s carelessness may cause a fire. Smokers are requested to follow the smoking rules
established by their accommodation facilities.
