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Motivation and background:

In 1957, the Mayor of Kyoto expressed his wish to form sister-city ties between Kyoto and Paris through a letter
addressed to the President of Paris City Council which was delivered by a professor of the Institute Francais du
Japon—Kansai. The following year, the President of Paris City Council visited Kyoto. After he returned to Paris,
the executive committee of Paris City Council approved le Pacte d'amitié fraternelle Paris-Kyoto, and soon after
that the City of Kyoto announced the concluding of the Pacte d’amitié.
