Since Kyoto College of Art (at present Kyoto University of
Art and Design) and the Kyoto International Foundation were
active in youth-exchange and homestay programs with the city
of Jinju, Kyoto and Jinju discussed the possibility of forming
partner-city ties. Finally, in 1999, both cities signed the partner-city
agreement in the fields of academia and education.
